THIS IS A RELEASE OF LIABILITY, PLEASE READ BEFORE SIGNING
ASSUMPTION OF RISK
The undersigned Participant acknowledges that river rafting, canoeing, kayaking, camping and its associated activities are by their nature potentially dangerous and the risk of bodily injury, drowning, and mental anguish exists. EXEMPTION FROM LIABILITY
